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Over the past fifty years, the senior leadership of the United States Navy has allowed the states of training, organization, and protection of U.S. warship crews to deteriorate to the extent that the American Navy cannot expect to survive or prevail in case of violent confrontation with armed forces of China or Iran.

The planned state of the proposed Littoral Combat Ship (LCS) will correct none of the deficiencies currently existing and still being built into other new ships. 

There is no element of the U.S. Navy command system that bears responsibility for integrated design of the human elements of U.S. warships so as to achieve maximum fighting ability.

The human tragedies resulting from the post-WWII disasters involving USS TRIPOLI, SAMUEL B. ROBERTS, PUEBLO, LIBERTY, STARK, BELKNAP, VINCENNES, IOWA, and COLE have never been studied to determine how many of their crews might have been saved by built-in shipboard resources.
